State Highway 2 Intersection
The Chief Executive advised correspondence has just been received from NZ Transport Agency seeking feedback on proposed changes to the speed limit along SH2 near East Taratahi/Wiltons Roads intersection.  The SH2/East Taratahi/Wiltons Roads intersection has been identified as a high-risk intersection in the Greater Wellington region and is the top ranked high-risk intersection in the Wairarapa.  NZTA are proposing to install Rural Intersection Activated Warning Signs on either side of the intersection which will be activated when a vehicle approaches the intersection from either of the side roads or enters the right turn bays.  These signs will temporarily reduce the speed limit on the state highway to 70km/h.
There were mixed views on this proposal by Elected Members with a preference for physical improvement to the layout of the intersection.  It was suggested NZTA be invited to speak to Council for this to be further discussed.
The Chief Executive further advised Kiwi Rail are also proposing a similar approach with a national trial of a vehicle activated warning signs at the Matarawa Road rail crossing.  There will be surveys before and after the installation of the sign to observe how many vehicles actually stop.
