R2R Update
Rebecca Vergunst and Deborah Davidson attended the meeting to update Councillors on recent R2R youth group activities.  Rebecca thanked Council for providing further funding to enable R2R to continue to provide youth activities and leadership initiatives.  She also advised further funding has been received from Internal Affairs which has enabled Johni Rutene to be appointed as another facilitator.  Rebecca also advised a monthly newsletter is now being produced to keep youth informed and a new R2R group has now been started in Martinborough and they will be looking to hold joint initiatives in the future.

Te Matau a Maui – Waka Funding Proposal
Charles Morunga, Sharlene Thompson and Robin Potangaroa representing Papauma o Wairarapa and Whakataki Marae attended the meeting and tabled a proposal seeking council assistance towards hosting a visit from the double hulled waka “Te Matau a Maui” from 4th to the 9th October 2014 at Rangiwhakaoma-Castlepoint.
They believe there has not been a waka of this size at Rangiwhakaoma-Castlepoint for over 175 years and they would like tamariki/rangatahi from around the Wairarapa to experience the occasion.  They further advised the Te Matau a Maui Team have fully funded their own accommodation and food with the Marae committee seeking funding assistance for accommodation for helpers and tauira to stay overnight, kai, marquee equipment hire, fuel, etc.
The Mayor thanked the Marae representatives for attending the meeting to present their proposal.

Mayoral Resignation

Mayor Mark addressed Council and announced his resignation as Mayor of the Carterton District due to his election to Parliament as a list MP on 20 September 2014.  He then tabled and read out his letter of resignation.  The Mayor then expressed his thanks and gratitude to all councillors and staff for their help and support during his four year period of office and gave special thanks to his partner Christine.

A report investigating a possible memorial to the victims of the 2012 balloon tragedy was tabled by the Acting Mayor and Cr Brazendale.
