Conditions:  All applications are subject to the following conditions; further conditions may be added on processing of the application – 

1 All application are administered by Carterton District Council, Phone (06) 379 4030, PO Box 9, Carterton 5743 or by email info@cdc.govt.nz 
2 Applications involving road closures are to be lodged 7 weeks prior to the event; all other events require 6 weeks’ notice.  This is to allow processing by the Council prior to the statutory advertising period.

3 Applications for road closures are considered under the Transport (Vehicular Traffic Road Closure) Regulations 1965, which states:

· At least 42 days before the proposed period of closure of any road, the controlling authority shall give public notice …in at least on newspaper circulating in the locality in which the road is situated of its intention to close the road to ordinary vehicular traffic, with details of the purpose of the closure, the period or periods of closure, and the provision made for vehicular traffic which would otherwise be using the road, and shall therein call upon persons affected to lodge with the controlling authority any objections thereto.

· Any person affected by the closure of any road may lodge an objection thereto not later than 28 clear days before the proposed period of closure of the road.
4 The period for objections to road closures close 28 days  prior to the date of the proposed event; if objections to a closure are received these will be considered by a Committee of Council after the close of the objection period.

5 The organisers of events involving road closures are responsible for contacting in writing all owners or occupiers of property adjacent to the road and explaining details of the closures and rights of objections during the same period that Council is advertising the proposed closures.  The applicant is to provide a contact for queries/objections.

6 Road damage caused by the event is the responsibility of the organiser and costs are recoverable. 

7 All motor sport events are required to pay for any road damage.  A bond amount may apply which will be determined by the Engineering section of Council during processing of the application and having regard to the likely impact of the event.

8 Oher applications may also be required to pay a damage deposit; this will be determined during processing having regard to the likely impact of the event.  (like tree felling)

9 The organisers of all events are responsible for meeting the full cost of advertising the closure/s.

10 Where an event requires the use of a reserve, the organiser is responsible for the booking of the reserve and of any equipment required (e.g. litter bins, port-a-loos)
11 The organisers are responsible for ensuring that the area used is left clean and tidy following the event.

12 Advertising, signage or markings associated with the event should not be attached to or marked upon any road signage or road furniture.

13 Any directives of the Traffic Safety Branch of the NZ Police must be adhered to.

14 All emergency services have unrestricted right-of-way at all times.

15 A Corridor Access Request (CAR) must be obtained and approved prior to the road closure date.  See  www.beforeyoudig.co.nz 

A traffic Management Plan (TMP) must be attached to your CAR for approval.

A traffic management plan descries the nature and extent of temporary traffic management measures at an event and how the safety of road users (including competitors, spectators, pedestrians, cyclist, and affected residents) will be ensured by these measures.

Traffic management plans are required for all activities that vary the normal operating conditions of a road, irrespective of whether the activity is on a road (carriageway), on a footpath, or on a road shoulder.  They are also needed for activities outside the road reserve, which will affect the normal operating conditions of the road.
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
